“What am I suppose to do with what God has given me?”

Reformers John Calvin and Martin Luther believed that God 
calls each and every one of us to a life of service.  Our life of 
service often begins with a reflection on the gifts God has given 
us.  For Presbyterians, this reflection or discernment takes 
place in community with God’s people, which helps us assess our 
gifts and talents objectively.  
 
A life of service includes all that we are and all that we have.  
“Stewardship in its fullest dimension includes giving of our time, 
talent, and treasure (financial resources.)” Essentially, 
stewardship is a spiritual matter.   As Jesus said, “Where you 
treasure is, there your heart will be also.” (Luke 12:34).  All 
churches need the time, talent, and treasures of its members and 
friends to carry out the mission of the church. There is a 
strong connection between stewardship, spirituality, and 
mission.  If we here at HPPC are to fulfill  our mission  of 
worshipping God and living into the word, witnessing to God’s 
love in community, and working to make the world a better 
place, we need each of you..  
 
Interestingly, God’s call goes with us throughout our lives.   It 
falls on us at every stage of our lives, in times of plenty and 
want, in times of joy and sorrow, in times of ease and hurried 
activity.  Day in and day out, God calls us to be instruments of 
peace and justice, grace and love, compassion and forgiveness in 
our homes, our communities, and the wider world.  And the more 
we do it, the more we will do it.  Stewardship is a learned 
discipline.  It is learned first by committing to it, making it a 
priority in our lives, and then by putting it into practice.   How 
will we put the discipline of stewardship into action in these lazy, 
hazy days of summer?

Belhar Confession 

 

While the Belhar Confession will not be included in the 
PC(USA) Book of Confessions, it has something important to 

say  to us in the church today about unity  and community.  With 
that in mind, I have printed an excerpt of it for you to read and 

reflect on .  

“ . . . .We believe 

• that Christ's work of reconciliation is made manifest in the 
church as the community of believers who have been 
reconciled with God and with one another; 

• that unity is, therefore, both a gift and an obligation for the 
church of Jesus Christ; that through the working of God's 
Spirit it is a binding force, yet simultaneously a reality which 
must be earnestly pursued and sought: one which the people 
of God must continually be built up to attain;  

• that this unity must become visible so that the world may 
believe that separation, enmity and hatred between people 
and groups is sin which Christ has already conquered, and 
accordingly that anything which threatens this unity may 
have no place in the church and must be resisted;  

• that this unity of the people of God must be manifested and 
be active in a variety of ways: in that we love one another; 
that we experience, practice and pursue community with one 
another; that we are obligated to give ourselves willingly 
and joyfully to be of benefit and blessing to one another; 
that we share one faith, have one calling, are of one soul 
and one mind; have one God and Father, are filled with one 
Spirit, are baptized with one baptism, eat of one bread and 
drink of one cup, confess one name, are obedient to one 
Lord, work for one cause, and share one hope; together 
come to know the height and the breadth and the depth of 
the love of Christ; together are built up to the stature of 
Christ, to the new humanity; together know and bear one 
another's burdens, thereby fulfilling the law of Christ that 
we need one another and upbuild one another, admonishing 
and comforting one another; that we suffer with one 
another for the sake of righteousness; pray together; 
together serve God in this world; and together fight against 
all which may threaten or hinder this; 

• that this unity can be established only in freedom and not 
under constraint; that the variety of spiritual gifts, 
opportunities, backgrounds, convictions, as well as the 
various languages and cultures, are by virtue of the 
reconciliation in Christ, opportunities for mutual service 
and enrichment within the one visible people of God; . . . .” 

• that true faith in Jesus Christ is the only condition for 
membership of this church. . . .”
